Real English Communication

English is more than a school subject. English is a global language for global
communication: music, business, travel, academic study, entertainment and
international friendship. These interactive lessons will engage students in
authentic conversation, helping them realize that they are already capable of
English communication, and motivating them to improve their English ability.

Saturday 23 July Mr. Robert Walker

10:00 - 12:00 Introductions and First Contact: "breaking the ice"

After watching a slideshow about the goals of communicative English at TWCU, students will
work in small groups to:

- review grammar, vocabulary and idioms related to social English conversation.

- create a personal introduction survey: More than just "Hello, how are you?"

- ask questions and practice real English conversations with other students.

13:00 - 15:00  Express yourself: "feel free"

Students will work in small groups to practice deeper English conversation skills:

- brainstorm vocabulary and sentence patterns related to emotions, challenges, likes and dislikes.
- listen to a pop song, answer comprehension questions and discuss the theme of the song.

- create a group presentation about self-confidence and personal identity.

- after practicing, each group will present their conclusions to the class.

Sunday 24 July Mr. Michael Boustany
10:00 - 12:00  Rhythms of English

Students will learn about key pronunciation features that affect English speech rhythm and be
more aware of natural English Speech rhythm. Students will:
- listen to English speech rhythm while listening to rap, hip hop and rock music samples.
- work in pairs to identify and mark word and sentence stress, thought groups, linking and
reductions in nursery rhymes, a short dialogue and a rap.

- work in small groups to write a short original verse to a song and share it with other students.

13:00 - 15:00  Travel the World in English

The goal of this class is for students to learn the language necessary to prepare for a successful
overseas travel experience. At the end of the class, students will be able to comfortably handle the
arrival procedure at any English speaking destination/airport! Students will:

- interview their classmates about previous travel experience and future travel plans.

- work in pairs to identify key vocabulary / steps in the airport arrival process.

- create and present a short English conversation between an immigration officer and a traveler.
